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“The Holy Roman Empire”

Lecturer: Barry A. Greenlaw

In the 18th century, Germany was not a single country, but a patchwork of
independent principalities, many of which owed allegiance to the amorphous
political alliance called the Holy Roman Empire - which the French author
Voltaire quipped was neither Holy, nor Roman nor an Empire. Based, for

the most part, in Vienna, the Empire was a realm of shifting borders and
overlapping alliances, as various kings, electors, prince-bishops, dukes, barons,
landgraves and counts married, warred, and competed for influence. Some of
the constituent states, such as Prussia and Bavaria were European powers in
their own right, others were barely larger than small towns.

In this 10-week course, we will take an in-depth look at this Empire, from its
founding in the 10th century, to its demise during the Napoleonic wars in the
19th - focusing particularly on the many small states and courts, palaces and
castles, which peppered its landscapes.

The Holy Roman Empire is a 10 week course, offered three times each week - on
Tuesday and Wednesday mornings, and on Tuesday evenings. The classes will
begin on February 14-15, and conclude on April 24-25, 2012. There will be a
one week break on the week following Easter, April 10 and 11.

The fee for the full course is $175. You may, if you wish, register for either half
for $100.
