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MEMORY VERSE

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Morning Time

Start your kid’s day off by thanking them 
for working hard at something (school, 
chores, hobby, sports, attitude, etc.)
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Drive Time

While on the go, tell your kid about 
something God did in your life.
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Bed Time

Pray for each other: “God, thank You that 
even when things seem hopeless, You are 
still working. You never stop loving us.”
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Meal Time

At a meal this week, ask this question: 
“Have you ever been ready to give up or 
quit something, but you pushed through 
and things turned out better than you 
thought they would?” (You may have to 
tell your kids about a time you saw them 
do this.)
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
