THE LESSON oo Genesis 37:1-11

Jacob settled in the land where his father had lived as an alien, the land
of Canaan. This is the story of the family of Jacob.

Joseph, being seventeen years old, was shepherding the flock with his
brothers; he was a helper to the sons of Bilhah and Zilpah, his father’s
wives; and Joseph brought a bad report of them to their father. Now
Israel loved Joseph more than any other of his children, because he was
the son of his old age; and he had made him a long robe with sleeves.
But when his brothers saw that their father loved him more than all
his brothers, they hated him, and could not speak peaceably to him.

Once Joseph had a dream, and when he told it to his brothers, they
hated him even more. He said to them, “Listen to this dream that I
dreamed. There we were, binding sheaves in the field. Suddenly my
sheaf rose and stood upright; then your sheaves gathered around it, and
bowed down to my sheaf.” His brothers said to him, “Are you indeed
to reign over us? Are you indeed to have dominion over us?” So they
hated him even more because of his dreams and his words.

He had another dream, and told it to his brothers, saying, “Look, I have
had another dream: the sun, the moon, and eleven stars were bowing
down to me.” But when he told it to his father and to his brothers, his
father rebuked him, and said to him, “What kind of dream is this that
you have had?

READINGS FOR THE DAY

THE EPISTLE ..o, Romans 10:5-15

Moses writes concerning the righteousness that comes from the law,
that “the person who does these things will live by them.” But the
righteousness that comes from faith says, “Do not say in your heart,
‘Who will ascend into heaven?” (that 1s, to bring Christ down) “or
‘Who will descend into the abyss?”” (that is, to bring Christ up from
the dead). But what does it say?

“The word 1s near you,
on your lips and in your heart”

(that 1s, the word of faith that we proclaim); because if you confess with
your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised
him from the dead, you will be saved. For one believes with the heart
and so is justified, and one confesses with the mouth and so is saved.
The scripture says, “No one who believes in him will be put to shame.”
For there 1s no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord 1s
Lord of all and is generous to all who call on him. For, “Everyone who
calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”

But how are they to call on one in whom they have not believed? And
how are they to believe in one of whom they have never heard? And
how are they to hear without someone to proclaim him? And how
are they to proclaim him unless they are sent? As it is written, “How
beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!
