The word of the Lord came to Jonah a second time, saying, “Get up,
go to Nineveh, that great city, and proclaim to it the message that I tell
you.” So Jonah set out and went to Nineveh, according to the word of
the Lord. Now Nineveh was an exceedingly large city, a three days’
walk across. Jonah began to go into the city, going a day’s walk. And
he cried out, “Forty days more, and Nineveh shall be overthrown!”
And the people of Nineveh believed God; they proclaimed a fast, and

everyone, great and small, put on sackcloth.

When God saw what they did, how they turned from their evil ways,
God changed his mind about the calamity that he had said he would
bring upon them; and he did not do it.

THE LESSON (evening service) .......coovoveveveuenennnn. James 2:8-26

You do well if you really fulfill the royal law according to the scripture,
“You shall love your neighbour as yourself.” But if you show partiality,
you commit sin and are convicted by the law as transgressors. For
whoever keeps the whole law but fails in one point has become
accountable for all of it. For the one who said, “You shall not commit
adultery,” also said, “You shall not murder.” Now if you do not commit
adultery but if you murder, you have become a transgressor of the law.
So speak and so act as those who are to be judged by the law of liberty.
For judgement will be without mercy to anyone who has shown no
mercy; mercy triumphs over judgement.

What good is it, my brothers and sisters, if you say you have faith but do
not have works? Can faith save you? If a brother or sister is naked and
lacks daily food, and one of you says to them, “Go in peace; keep warm
and eat your fill,” and yet you do not supply their bodily needs, what 1s
the good of that? So faith by itself; if it has no works, is dead.

But someone will say, “You have faith and I have works.” Show me
your faith without works, and I by my works will show you my faith.
You believe that God is one; you do well. Even the demons believe —
and shudder. Do you want to be shown, you senseless person, that faith
without works 1s barren? Was not our ancestor Abraham justified by
works when he offered his son Isaac on the altar? You see that faith was
active along with his works, and faith was brought to completion by the
works. Thus the scripture was fulfilled that says, “Abraham believed
God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness,” and he was called
the friend of God. You see that a person is justified by works and not
by faith alone. Likewise, was not Rahab the prostitute also justified by
works when she welcomed the messengers and sent them out by another
road? For just as the body without the spirit 1s dead, so faith without
works is also dead.
